Avter a period of extraordinary fecundity for the Church of France from 1850 to

1950, when 80 % of relgious leaving for the mission AAd gentesd were French, the
Christian life in our country was profoundly turned upside down by the influence of
materialism, secularism and other ideologies. This resulted in the great diminution of
vocations to the Religious of apostolic life . We are likewise faced with the continued
decrease of our number due to aging and the reality of our physical limitations that
accompany old age. But we welcome our young Vietnamese Sisters to introduce them to
apostolic life, to a life of praise of God and a life of service to our brothers, a service that
is humble, unassuming, and gratuitous.
